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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Teaching methodologies: Expositive sessions (meaningful reception learning). Classes are divided into two components: a first exposition
and theoretical part and a second part regarding a participatory nature, in which questions will be raised, about the contents presented, for
group discussion among students, and presentation of the main conclusions.

Assessment: (a) preparation of an individual essay (article) on a subject chosen by the students, but included in the program; size
5000-6000 words, including references (70%); b) the participation of the students will also be evaluated, through the demonstrated
performance in the debate and reflection around the questions launched in the classroom, in each session (30%).
