A unidade curricular Redes Sociais e Estrutura Social: Teorias e Praticas inclui uma componente tedrica e uma componente pratica
justificada pelo caracter dos contetdos que se pretende abordar.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The curricular unit "Social Networks and Social Structure: Theory and Practice" includes a theoretical and a practical component justified by
the nature of the addressed content. Specifically, this curricular unit will feature 4.5 theoretical lectures (13.5 hours) and practical lectures 4.5
classes (13.5 hours).

The assessment includes two components: an individual written paper (which consists of the design and implementation of an empirical study
using the social network analysis), and an oral presentation and discussion of the paper in class. These assessment components have a
weight of 70% and 30%, respectively.
