Demonstracao da coeréncia dos conteldos programaticos com os objetivos de aprendizagem da unidade curricular

Os primeiros sete objetivos de aprendizagem sao alcancados através da abordagem de todos os contetdos programaticos da UC. O
objetivo 1 esta refletido no ponto 1 do programa, o objetivo 2 traduz-se no ponto 2 do programa, o objetivo 3 esta refletido no ponto 3.1.
do programa, o objetivo 4 estéa traduzido no ponto 3.2. do programa, e o objetivo 5 é alcangado no ponto 4.1. do programa, o objetivo 6
taduz-se nos pontos 3 e 4 do programa, e o objetivo 7 é alcangado no ponto 5 do programa. Por sua vez, o objetivo 8 é alcangado ao
longo da abordagem dos contelidos programaticos, e especialmente através da aplicagdo das metodologias de ensino e de avaliagao
definidas para esta UC.

Metodologias de ensino (avaliagéo incluida)

As metodologias de ensino assentam numa combinacéo de sessfes de pendor tedrico (exposi¢ao e discussao critica dos contetdos
programaticos, apelando-se a participacéo dos estudantes) com sessfes de pendor pratico (ex.: realizacdo de exercicios), a que se
juntam as tutorias presenciais e eletronicas.

A avaliagdo dos estudantes é realizada através de uma prova escrita individual e de um trabalho em grupo, ambas as
componentes com uma ponderacao de 50%. Para obter aprovacgao na unidade curricular o aluno tera que obter, no minimo, 7 valores
na prova escrita individual e obter uma média ponderada das duas componentes de, pelo menos, 9,5 valores.

A presenca regular dos alunos nas aulas é considerada uma condigdo indispensavel para o funcionamento desta UC. De acordo com o
Regulamento de Mestrados da FEUALG a presenca minima as aulas é fixada em 75% da carga horaria letiva total.

Demonstracao da coeréncia das metodologias de ensino com os objetivos de aprendizagem da unidade curricular

As sessdes tedricas e praticas permitem alcancgar os primeiros sete objetivos de aprendizagem. A discussao critica dos contelidos
programaticos (orientada para a participacdo dos estudantes) e a realizacéo de um trabalho escrito (em grupo) permitem alcancar,
sobretudo, o Ultimo objetivo de aprendizagem.

Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit's learning objectives

The first seven learning outcomes are achieved through the discussion of all items included in the syllabus. The learning outcome 1 is
reflected in the first item of the syllabus, the learning outcome 2 is translated in the second item of the syllabus, the learning outcome 3
corresponds to the 3.1. item of the syllabus, the learning outcome 4 is translated in the 3.2. item of the syllabus, the learning outcome 5
is achieved in the 4.1. item of the syllabus, the learning outcome 6 is translated in the 3 and 4 items of the syllabus, and the learning
outcome 7 is achieved with the 5 item of the syllabus. In turn, the eighth learning outcome is achieved through the discussion of the five
items of the syllabus, and especially by using the adopted teaching and evaluation methodologies.
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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The teaching methodologies are based on a combination of theory-oriented sessions (exposition and critical discussion of the syllabus,
promoting the participation of the students) with practice-oriented sessions (e.g.: doing assignments), complemented by the face-to-face
and electronic tutorials.

The evaluation of the students is undertaken through an individual written exam (50%) and a collective coursework essay (50%). A
student passes when he/she obtains, at the minimum, 7 marks in the individual written exam, and when the weighted average of the two
components is equal to or higher than 9.5 marks (out of 20).

Demonstration of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the learning outcomes

The theoretical and practical sessions allow achieving the first seven learning outcomes. The critical discussion of the syllabus (oriented
towards the participation of the students) and the production of a group written paper allow achieving, mainly, the last learning outcome.
