This course provides an updated overview of the language sciences, doing a historical synthesis, necessarily brief, of the main
theoretical frameworks in the evolution of linguistic thought and framing the study of human language in its social, political and economic
projection, through multiple applications of the reflexion on language in everyday life. It is intended that the student masters the founding
concepts of the reflection on language, understands the relation of language and discourse; appropriately distinguishes different
theoretical approaches in language sciences and evaluates different application areas from different perspectives.

Syllabus

Overview of the language sciences and historical synthesis of the evolution of linguistic thought: from the emergence of metalinguistic
consciousness to current trends in language sciences.

The study of human language and its social, political, economic and cultural projection: linguistic dynamics and their implications.

Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit's learning objectives

The syllabus represents the pedagogic and didactic development of the learning objectives of the course.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)
Exposition of contents and guidlines to use bibliography. Comments and discussion of readings and of theretical research.
Presentation of topics for discussion in seminar. Preparation of summaries of the discussion.
