Contemporary Dynamic Psychotherapy: Dynamic psychotherapy directed to pathological personalities (High level) -DPHP (Caligor,
Kerneberg, & Clarkin, 2007): 1. The diagnosis in DPHD; 2. Psychotherapy: the four basic tasks; 3. Case Studies.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)
1. Expositive (theoretical classes).

2. Active (theoretical-practical classes): study of clinical cases of psychotherapeutic follow-ups; Training of therapeutic skills with role-playing;
Analysis of articles; Debate in class context.
