A UC tem como objetivo facultar um conjunto de ensinamentos atualizados que irdo capacitar os alunos a melhorar a realidade em
constante mutagéo, considerando a evolugéo da economia Portuguesa, da Unido Europeia e da regido do Algarve.

The students intended learning outcomes (knowledge, skills and competences)

This curricular unit aims to offer a set of background and updated information that will enable students to improve their
interpretation of the ever changing reality, considering both the evolution of the Portuguese economy and the European
Union. At the end of the curricular unit the students should be able: to construct and analyze economic indicators; to use the
main statistical sources in the macroeconomic area (OECD, IMF, INE, BdP, Eurostat and PORDATA); to use the key
indicators and macroeconomic aggregates as analysis and decision support tools; to learn about the main characteristics of
the Portuguese business net; to understand the evolution process of the Portuguese and European economy; to understand
the positioning for competitiveness of the Portuguese businesses considering that Portugal is a member of the European

Union and the Euro Zone; to learn the methodologies that lead to the internationalization of the Portuguese companies.

Syllabus
1. Economic policy, business cycle and international relations - Interpretation, construction and analysis of indicators;
2. Portuguese economy in the period between 1960/74: Joining the EFTA, colonial war; socio-economic consequences;

3. 1974/86: Political and economic instability; the IMF stabilization programs; joining the EEC: political stability, structuraltransformation
and modernization of production structures. The business groups;

4. Process of European integration, institutions and the EU budget; common policies. The Euro and the Stability Pact; Costs/ benefits of
monetary union;

5. Portuguese economic developments in the EU context and problems of competitiveness in the euro zone/global economy;the
adjustment program with the IMF and the risk of default;

6. EU support for regions; the Algarve economy in the context of the Portuguese and European economy;

7. Reflect on the future of the U.E.
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Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit's learning objectives

The syllabus emphasizes the operating tools that will be put to best use in the future, and focuses on theoretical-practical
knowledge about the Portuguese and European economy, always on a logical of applied analysis to consolidate the
students? background knowledge and build a clear perception of the competitive and socio-economic reality of the country; in
addition it focus on aspects associated with company policy and the means to foster entrepreneurship. Therefore we believe
that this curricular unit prepares students with the appropriate economic, social and political knowledge, so that they can
maximize the specific contents of their education and, in a time of employment shortage, better understand the possibility of
creating their own jobs. The practical applications, including the group assignments and the field trips to companies, are a

current practice.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Classes are open to active and critical debate and analysis of texts and/or official reports. In addition, exercises are solved, the
students' essays are presented and discussed.

The students carry out empirical studies that may be portfolios/group assignments.
Tutorial guidance. Assessment:

- Continuous Assessment (CA) component (40%) + Exam (60%);

- The CA component comprises: 1st Test 30%, 2nd Test 30%, Work group 40%;

- Students with a final CA grade of >=12 are exempt from the exam.

- If favourable to the student, the exam mark from the 1st exam period calculated with the CA grade will be applied for admission to
further exam periods during the same academic year.

- In the Special Exam Period for concluding the Course, or for improving the final classification, the exam weighting is 100%.

- The student may use the CA grade obtained in the previous academic year by applying in writing to the course unit teacher

Demonstration of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the learning outcomes

Considering that at the end of this curricular unit the students should be able to understand the evolution and current
situation of the Portuguese and European economy, to have the ability to understand the modus operandi of economic
policies; to build and analyze indicators; to be critical and know how to best take advantage of their skills, we highlight the
following methodologies: resolution of exercises related to the subjects taught and discussed in class; presentation of
updated texts for debate and critical analysis; to go to the computer lab in order to consult the databases (portfolio); group
assignments, usually, about a sector of national economic activity or about a relevant company; presentation of the group
assignment in class; field trip to a company; a test to consolidate and confirm that the students have learned the contents of

the syllabus.
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
