Objetivos de aprendizagem (conhecimentos, aptidées e competéncias)

Nesta unidade curricular pretende-se que o aluno adquira competéncias necessarias para recolher dados neuropsicoldgicos em sujeitos
normais e em doentes, e competéncias essenciais para o uso dos principais instrumentos de avaliacdo.

Metodologias de ensino (avaliagéo incluida)

Método expositivo com recurso aos diferentes testes de avaliagdo Neuropsicolégica, ensaio da sua aplicagdo e analise de resultados.
Sempre que possivel os alunos assistirdo a avaliacdes em contexto de consulta do Servigo de Psicologia. Treino de estratégias, métodos de
avaliacdo e estimulacdo cognitiva. A avaliacdo na unidade curricular de Exame e Avaliacdo Neuropsicoldgica sera Distribuida com Exame
Final. Neste regime, o aluno sera avaliado em dois momentos: 1) Apresentacgédo de artigo cientifico (30% da nota final); e 2) Trabalho pratico
de avaliag&o de um caso clinico (70% da nota final).

Alunos com média superior a 10, apds ponderagdo dos elementos de avaliacdo acima referidos, e que tenham obtido um minimo de 8,5
valores no trabalho pratico, ficam dispensados de Exame Final.

Os alunos com estatuto de Estudante Trabalhador poderédo optar pelo pedido de dispensa do momento de avaliacao referido na alinea a) e,
nesse caso, o trabalho tera uma ponderacéo de 100%.

In this course, it is intended that the student acquire skills necessary to collect neuropsychological data with healthy subjects and patients,
and also skills required to use assessment tools. In the end, the student should: a) know the general principles underlying the examination
and neuropsychological assessment; b) know cognitive assessment tools; ¢) know scales and questionnaires used to assess behavioral and
emotional functioning, as well as daily living activities; d) know how to select the most appropriate tools depending on the patient?s
symptoms; e) know how to interpret qualitative and quantitative data obtained during the examination, considering the individual aspects that
characterize each individual; f) be able to write neuropsychological reports.

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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Expository method using different neuropsychological assessment tests. Application and result analysis. Whenever possible, students will
observe clinical evaluations in the Psychology department.

Training of strategies, assessment methods, and cognitive stimulation. The course evaluation will have two moments: a) Presentation of a
scientific paper (30% of the final score), and b) Practical work consisting of the assessment of a clinical case (70% of the final score).
Students with an average score above 10, and who have obtained a minimum of 8.5 in the practical work are dismissed from the Final Exam.
Students with Working Student status may choose to request exemption from the assessment period referred to in paragraph a) and, in this
case, the work will have a weighting of 100%.
