This UC introduces the models, concepts and practices underlying the assessment and intervention in early intervention. Consequently, the
curricular contents, as well as teaching methodologies do not required specif previous knowledge from students.

To acquire knowledge about the fundamentals, principles and main concepts underlying the identification, evaluation, intervention and
conception of projects within the scope of Early Intervention in Childhood.

To develop skills that allow the identification, evaluation and intervention of children and families eligible for EIC, considering their different
biopsychosocial characteristics, the design and evaluation of EIC projects, and the transdisciplinary work with a team of professionals from
different areas, identifying and mobilizing the formal and informal resources of the community.

Instrumental: Knowing different EIC assessment / intervention instruments / procedures and mobilizing various skills for their application.

Interpersonal: Establishing and sustaining an empathetic, understanding and supporting relationship with families eligible for EIC and other
EIC professionals.

Systemic: Use different sources / methods of research to access information.
