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Metodologias de ensino (avaliacdo incluida)

Aulas Tedrico-praticas: Aplicacdo do Método Expositivo, em que as docentes apresentam oralmente a matéria e os alunos tomam
apontamentos e colocam questdes. Ao longo das aulas tedricas-praticas sdo projetados slides de PowerPoint com textos e imagens
sobre os contelidos programaticos, contribuido para o desenvolvimento das competéncias. Acompanhamento e discussao da estrutura,
fundamentos e interpretaco dos trabalhos de grupo praticos. E obrigatéria a presenca de pelo menos 75 % das aulas para obter
frequéncia. A avaliacdo é a média ponderada: Média dos Testes ou Exame Final (50% da nota final) + Trabalho (50 % da nota final). A
nota minima para todas as componentes da nota é 9,50 valores.

The students intended learning outcomes (knowledge, skills and competences)

1. Development of skills for analysis and understanding the processes involved in imagination, design, production, reproduction and
construction of spaces and places of belonging as well as the theoretical reflection on the relationship between space and culture in a
globalized and non-spatialized context;

2. Development of interpretation skills on the socio-anthropological paradigms, authors and works that mostly contribute to the
conceptual, methodological and ethnographic definition of space;

3. Ability to elaborate works of bibliographical research on themes of Anthropology of Space, that reveal critical sense and that follow the
scientific methodology;

4. Development of oral expression capacity in the presentation of the works and in the discussion of topics in the classes.

Syllabus

1. The Place of Anthropology and Sociology in the Social Sciences. Introduction to Anthropology of the Space. Fieldwork, ethnographic
method and participant observation.

2. Socio-anthropological paradigms in the analysis of the space.

3. Urban issues and the emergence of socio-anthropological questions about the space and the territory.

4. The space in the classical authors (Emile Durkheim, Marcel Mauss and Maurice Halbwachs, Claude Levi-Strauss, Georg Simmel and
Walter Benjamin, Robert Park and Louis Wirth, Evans-Pritchard). The Chicago School.

5. The autonomy of the space (Henri Lefebvre, Raymond Ledrut, Jean Rémy and Liliane Voye, Frangoise-Lévi and Paul Marino
Segaud).

6. The new proposals (Michel Foucault: the heterotopies, Marc Augé: places and non-places; Arjun Appadurai: the "ethnoscapes”).

7. Reflection about Anthropology of the Landscape: landscape as an image and as a place in space and time.

Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit's learning objectives

Items 1, 2, 3 and 7 intent to present the paradigms and socio-anthropological issues, contributing to the development of skills for analysis
and understanding the processes involved in imagination, design, production, reproduction and construction of spaces and places of
belonging, as well as reflection abilities on the relationship space-culture.

The items 4 to 6 provide information on the major theoretical paradigms, authors and reference works in this area of knowledge,
providing the basis for developing skills for the conceptual, methodological and ethnographic interpretation of space.

The contents "Fieldwork, Ethnographic Method and Participant Observation? contribute to development of research capabilities in the
field of Anthropology of Space, through the application of theoretical knowledge as well as for the acquisition of interpersonal skills and
ethical principles in conducting anthropological research.
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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Classical exposition lecture classes based on slides projection (power-point files) oriented to student active participation through
brainstorming and debate focused on the issues addressed. Supervision and guidance in reading, analysis and presentation of published
papers in the field of Anthropology of Space. Field trips and visits to museums and gardens. The evaluation method is the evaluation
distributed with a final exam. Students must attend at least 75% of classes.The evaluation will result from the arithmetic mean: Average
Tests or Final Exam (50% of final grade) + work (50% of final grade).

Demonstration of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the learning outcomes

The theoretical exposition classes will form a key part of the learning process, since they allow the acquisition of knowledge and the
development of reflective capacity and critical sense on this area of knowledge main topics through encouraging brainstorming, debate
and the exchange of ideas.

The theoretical concepts will contribute to the development of capacities for analysis and understanding of the processes involved in
imagination, design, production, reproduction and construction of spaces and places of belonging and form the basis for theoretical
reflection on the relationship between space and culture, as well as interpretation capabilities of major socio-anthropological paradigms,
authors and works that have contributed to the conceptual, methodological and ethnographic definition of space. Once again, the
incentive for active participation in the discussion of ideas that runs parallel to the classic theoretical exposition of information want to
promote reflective abilities and the development of skills for the analysis and interpretation of anthropological phenomena. The reading,
analysis and presentation of published articles pretends to reinforce the development of these skills, as well as the oral expression on
topics of anthropology.

The development of an anthropological research, on an actual and concrete topic, by applying the ethnographic research method,
properly supervised and guided by the teacher, intends to bridge the gap between theory and practice, to develop skills to investigate, to
conduct field work, to organize and plan tasks, as well as oral and written expression capacities. Direct contact student-teacher during
this supervision sessions, ensures effective targeting of practical work, a greater understanding of addressed issues and the screening of
potential learning difficulties. Contact with real situations of study facilitates the development of interpersonal and social skills such as
respect for ethical principles in conducting anthropological research, team working spirit, ability for dialoguing and critical and self-critical
sense.

The evaluation system pretend to properly valuate the various learning components, through an equitable weighting of the diverse
evaluation moments or components.
