The lectures take place in a classroom equipped with data projectors, in which the professor orally presents the theory and students take
notes and ask questions. Throughout the lectures PowerPoint slides with text and images about the whole matter, help to achieve the
learning objectives. In practical classes, professor supervises the group work about historic gardens and historic sites in Algarve. The
evaluation will result from the arithmetic mean: Average Test or Final Exam (40%) + Continuous evaluation of theoretical /practical (10%)
+ Individual Oral Presentation of group work (10%) + Written work/drawings of the Restoration Master Plan (30%) + Poster group Al
poster (10%). The minimum grade for all components of the note is 9.50 values.
