Evaluation divided in:

Written test (WT) (60%) Written work (WW) (40%) (Written work: 20%; Presentation and Practical simulation: 20)

Students approve if weighted average >= 10,0 with WT >= 8.0 and WW >=10. If not, students must perform a final exam. If WW < 8,00
students cannot perform the final exam and suspend.

To perform final exam evaluation, students have to perform WW (>= 10,0) and attend 75% of the presentations. Final exam score is
calculated in the same percentage as the WT (50%). Students approve if weighted average >= 10,0
