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Metodologias de ensino (avaliacdo incluida)

Esta UC reflete os principios da abordagem comunicativa para o ensino de linguas. Ts e TPs incluem atividades de metalinguistica,
oralidade, leitura e escrita. As OT apoiardo o trabalho individual/ pequenos grupos. A classificagdo final: média aritmética das
classificacdes obtidas em todas as provas de avaliacdo LSRW, arredondada as décimas. Aproveitamento na avaliagdo continua:
condicionado a assisténcia de 75% das horas de contato. Ficam dispensados os casos contemplados na lei. Dispensa de exame
final: cumprimento de assiduidade e classificagdo minima de 10 valores em cada competéncia LSRW. A classificagdo do exame de
época normal: média das classificacdes obtidas em LSRW (abaixo de 10) com as médias das classificagfes da avaliagdo continua. Sao
admitidos a época de recurso todos os alunos. A classificagdo do exame de recurso nao é sujeita a média com a classificagdo obtida
nas avaliagBes anteriores. A admisséo as provas orais requer a obtengdo de 10 valores nas provas escritas.

Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit's learning objectives

The learning outcomes of this UC aim at the growth of the target language competences, on the oral and written comprehension and
production language components, as well as focus on cultural knowledge relevant for any speaker of English, as a foreign language. The

syllabus contents constitute the thematic supports which exploration allows for the students? development of the knowledge,
competences
and language behaviors listed on the objectives.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The methodology follows the communicative approach for the teaching of languages. Both the theoretical and the theoretical-practical
classes, include oral, reading, writing and metalinguistic activities. The OT classes will specifically support individual/small group work.
Success requires the achievement of 10 points in each LSRW competences. Epoca Normal exam: mean of marks achieved in
competences in continuous evaluation (bellow 10) and marks achieved in competences assessed in exam. Attendance criteria: to be
admitted to exam during época normal, students are required to attend, at least, 75% of the contact hours. All enrolled students are
automatically admitted to exam during época de recurso, which evaluation weight is 100%. Only students who achieve 10 points in RW
exams can take LS exams.
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Demonstration of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the learning outcomes

The learning outcomes of this UC explicit the behaviours students are expected to adopt in communicative situations in the target

language,

by the end of the learning-teaching process. These behaviours were defined in agreement with a language competence level included in

the

Common European Framework of Reference for Languages , taking into consideration the language competences students are expected

to

have acquired in previous study cycles. The methodology adopted in this UC will allow the students to accomplish the expected learning
outcomes since it is based on an active learning-teaching approach, which values the student, and his/her rhythm and learning needs.
