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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The methodology used in the curricular unit follows the communicative approach for the teaching of languages. Both the theoretical and the
theoretical-practical classes, include oral (production and comprehension), reading, writing activities, as well as those require reflection about
the target language. The OT classes will specifically support individual and small group work.

Evaluation by test with at least one in-class assessment (50%) and an exam during época normal (50%).
