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Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit's learning objectives

The objectives of this curricular unit seek to increase the competencies of use of the English language, across the four skills (reading, writing,
listening and speaking), as well as, the cultural knowledge considered relevant for speakers of English as a foreign language. The course
content is made of topics which will allow students to further develop their knowledge, their competencies and the expectations.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Both the theoretical and the theoretical-practical classes, include oral (production and comprehension), reading, writing activities, as well as
those require reflection about the target language. The OT classes will specifically support individual and small group work.

Success requires the attendance to 75% of contact hours and the achievement of 10 points (mean) in assessment activities. Students with
special status are exempted from attendance rule. To be admitted to exam during época normal, students (except those with special status)
are required to meet the attendance criteria. Classification in época normal results from the mean of marks obtained in continuous and exam
evaluations. All enrolled students are automatically admitted to exam during época de recurso, which evaluation weight is 100%.

Demonstration of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the learning outcomes

This course has both a theoretical and a practical component and as such requires a methodology that includes lectures, guided reading
followed by in-class, group discussion of the texts as well as the viewing of and discussion of audiovisual material.
