Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The teaching-learning process reflects an expository and analytical approach to course content in the Theoretical and the
Theoretical-Practical classes, while explaining the most relevant aspects of the content in a diachonic and synchronous fashion. OT classes
provide students with the necessary support. Ongoing assessment consists of two mandatory elements: three assignments, individual or in
group, which must be presented in class and handed-in through tutoria eletrénica (50% of the final grade); a test (50% of the final

grade). Students whose final grade is at least 9,5 points, are exempt from the época normal exam and the época de recurso exam. Regularly
enrolled students, as well as those who have not obtained at least 9,5 points as a final grade, are admitted to the época normal exam and the
época de recurso exam. Both exams will consist of one written assessment worth 20 points.
