Prior knowledge and skills

This curricular unit was designed for third year students of the undergraduate degrees in Languages, Literatures and Cultures and those in
Languages and Communication. The teaching and learning process seeks to further develop and increase the English language and cultural
skills acquired during the first year of the degree.

The students intended learning outcomes (knowledge, skills and competences)
At the end of the curricular unit students are expected to:

® understand and produce oral and written texts at a C1 language level of the Common European Framework of Reference for
Languages, revealing a full understanding of the communicative function and of the grammatical content described in this syllabus;

® characterize the Victorian Age and its sociopolitical implications

® identify the social and economic changes which were a consequence of the Industrial Revolution

Syllabus

Imperialism in the Victorian Era (social and political change)

The Industrial Revolution (social and economic change)

Cultural and linguistic implications of the English expansion

Communicative functions: Expressing attitudes and feelings precisely, Expressing certainty, probability, doubt

Grammatical Content: Futures (revision), Inversion with negative adverbials, Narrative tenses for experiences, Relative clauses,
Reported speech
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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The teaching and learning process will be guided by the principles of active learning methodology. Ongoing assessment requires the
completion of at least one assessment per language skill (listening, reading, speaking, and writing), each worth 25% of the final grade.
Students who obtain a grade of 9,5 in each of the language skills and have attended 75% of the contact hours are exempt from the ¢Epoca
Normal¢, exam. Students who have complied with the attendance requirement but have a grade below a 9,5 on the assessment of one or
more skills, must retake the exam for the skills which they have not passed. All enrolled students who have not passed the previously
mentioned assessments or have not complied with the attendance requirement, will be admitted to the ¢Epoca de Recurso¢, exam. The
procedure for calculation of the final grade will be identical to the that of ¢ Epoca Normal¢, exam.
