Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit's learning objectives

The learning outcomes of this UC aim at developing students, target language competencies, both at production and comprehension
level, in Speaking, Listening, Reading and Writing. They also focus on cultural knowledge relevant to any speaker of English as a
Foreign Language. The syllabus contents offer thematic support, allowing students to explore them and develop their knowledge,
competencies and language behaviours as per course objectives.
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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The methodology follows the communicative approach for language teaching. Both theoretical and theory/practical classes, include
speaking, reading, writing and metalinguistic activities. The OT/tutorial classes support individual or small group work. On a scale of 20
points, a pass mark is 10 or above, in each of the four skills: Listening, Reading, Speaking and Writing.

Students with less than 10 in any skill, may sit the exam in Epoca Normal. The average score will be calculated with the semester
grades and the exam grade.

Attendance criteria: to be admitted to the Epoca normal exam, students are required to have attended at least 75% of total contact hours
during the semester.

All enrolled students are automatically admitted to the Epoca de recurso exam. The weight for this assessment is 100%. Students are
required to score 10 points or more in the Reading and Writing sections before sitting the Listening and Speaking sections.

Demonstration of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the learning outcomes

The learning outcomes of this UC reflect the behaviours students are expected to adopt in communicative situations in the target
language, by the end of the learning-teaching process. These behaviours were defined according to a language competency level
included in the Common European Framework of Reference (CEFR) for Languages, taking into account the language competences
students are expected to have acquired in previous English courses. The methodology adopted in this UC will allow students to
accomplish the expected learning outcomes since it is based on an active learning-teaching approach, which values the student, his/her
pace of learning and learner needs.
