Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit's learning objectives

The syllabus attempts to offer the students a solid set of knowledge and capacities through the contact with literary works of the period
studied. Students face topics and interrogations which allow them to increase their reflection about the literature written in English in the
aforementioned canon.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Analysis of literary texts and production of written texts to sustain the arguments used in the discussions. The mid-period test is written in
presence, in class. The exams are written.
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Demonstration of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the learning outcomes

The class methodology will be that of colloquia in which students are asked to challenge the texts read and to further discuss them within
classes. This serves the goals of exercising critical capacities, of making students familiar with the literary works and with reflection
instruments and methods, while allowing them to increase their mastery in research techniques when in contact with diverse

bibliographical sources.
