consequéncias epistemoldégicas e literarias daf resultantes, através dos principais textos produzidos no Reino Unido entre os séculos

XVIl e XIX;

® Ter em conta formas literérias (em lingua inglesa) emergentes nos contextos coloniais e com a independéncia dos Estados Unidos

da América;

® Aprofundar métodos e praticas de analise textual, tendo em conta func¢éo e caracteristicas atribuiveis as obras literéarias;
® Refletir criticamente acerca do canone literario do periodo em causa, em lingua inglesa;
® Conhecer as origens do romance moderno.
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Conteldos programaticos

Os textos que fundamentam esta UC sao exemplos da escrita em lingua inglesa, do periodo entre os séculos XVII e XIX. Nao se cingem a
um género e poderao ser de indole mais filos6fica, politica ou histérica, além de serem analisados nas suas vertentes prosdédicas e
estilisticas. Neles se procuraré analisar as narrativas de um canone.

Conceitos operativos nessa andlise serdo: Colonialismo, lluminismo, Classicismo, Romantismo, Modernidade.
Os alunos contactaréo, entre outras, obras de John Milton ( Paraiso Perdido , 1667), J. Dryden (" Annus Mirabilis ", 1667), John Bunyan (

The Pilgrim's Progress , 1678), Aphra Behn ( Oroonoko , 1688), Thomas Gray ("Elegy Written in a Country Churchyard", 1751), William
Blake, S. T. Coleridge, William Wordsworth, P. B. Shelley, ou John Keats.

Metodologias de ensino (avaliagéo incluida)

O principal método utilizado na aula desta UC sera a leitura e analise dos textos indicados, na totalidade ou em excertos significativos, assim
como a produgéo de textos escritos e orais que ajudem a estabelecer as abordagens dos topicos estudados. A avaliagédo ao longo do
semestre consiste em duas apresentacgdes orais (30%) e uma prova escrita de frequéncia (70%). Os alunos que nao cumpram esta
avaliagdo e nao apresentem justificacdo da auséncia, terdo de submeter-se ao exame de época normal. Aqueles que obtiverem
classificagao igual ou superior a 9,5/20 na avaliagéo ao longo do semestre ficam dispensados deste exame.

Prior knowledge and skills

It is advised (although not mandatory) that students have prior knowledge of Literature written in English before the 17th century.

The students intended learning outcomes (knowledge, skills and competences)

® To know the period of literature in the English language in the context of religious reforms and agrarian and industrial revolutions, with
the resulting epistemological and literary change, through the main texts produced in English between the 17th and 19th centuries;
To take into account English literary forms emerging in colonial contexts and with the independence of the United States of America;
To deepen textual analysis methods and practices, taking into account the function and characteristics attributable to literary works;
To critically reflect upon the literary canon of the period in question in the English language;

To become familiar with the origins of the modern novel.

Syllabus

Texts supporting the UC are examples of literature in English from the period between the 17 th and 19 th centuries. They are not restricted
to a genre and may be of a more philosophical, political or historical nature, in addition to being analyzed in their prosody and style. An
attempt will be made to analyze the narratives of a canon through them. Operative concepts in this analysis will be: Colonialism,
Enlightenment, Classicism, Romanticism, Modernity. Students will contact with, among others, works by John Milton ( Paradise Lost, 1667),
J. Dryden (" Annus Mirabilis "', 1667), John Bunyan ( The Pilgrim’s Progress , 1678), Aphra Behn ( Oroonoko , 1688), Thomas Gray ("Elegy
Written in a Country Churchyard", 1751), William Blake, S. T. Coleridge, William Wordsworth, P. B. Shelley, and John Keats.
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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The main method used in class is the close analysis of the texts in the syllabus, and the production of written texts and oral arguments that

establish the sustained approaches on the topics studied in class. The ongoing evaluation consists of two oral presentations (30%) and one
written assessment (70%). Students who miss evaluation and do not present proof of absence must take the final exam ("exame de época

normal"). Students who score more than 9,5 points in the ongoing evaluation are excused from the exam.
