Metodologias de ensino (avaliagéo incluida)

Os métodos de ensino-aprendizagem serdo diversificados: exposi¢do dos contetdos programaticos nas aulas teéricas em torno dos
movimentos literarios e suas condicdes de criagcdo e de rece¢do; participacéo ativa dos alunos nas aulas TP e na discussao de textos
tedricos e criticos, assim como na andlise literaria de textos selecionados; trabalho individualizado ou em grupo nas aulas de OT, para
esclarecimento de dulvidas e orientacdo do trabalho auténomo dos alunos. A avaliagdo continua permitira calcular a média final a partir dos
resultados obtidos nos dois testes escritos (80%) e na participacao nas aulas (20%). Para aprovar na UC, os alunos deverao obter
classificac&o igual ou superior a nove (9) valores nos testes escritos. E obrigatéria assiduidade a pelo menos 75% das horas de contacto
para dispensar do exame final, salvo nos casos previstos por lei. A falta sem justificacdo a um dos momentos de avaliagao obriga a
realizacédo do exame na época normal/época de recurso.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The teaching-learning methodology will be diversified: exposition of the syllabus in theoretical classes about literary movements and their
conditions of creation and reception; active participation of students in TP classes and in the discussion of theoretical and critical texts, as
well as in the literary analysis of selected texts; individual or group work in TO classes, to clarify doubts and guide the autonomous work of
students. Continuous assessment will allow calculating the final average of the results obtained in the two written tests (80%) and in class
participation (20%). To pass the UC, students must obtain a classification equal to or above nine (9) values ¢, ¢ in the written tests. Attendance
to at least 75% of the contact hours is mandatory to exempt from the final exam, except in cases provided for by law. The unjustified absence
of one of the assessment elements requires the student to take the exam (in the normal and / or recourse season).
