Students who do not attend 75% of the total contact hours will only be allowed to take the "Epoca de Recurso" exam (NOT the Epoca

Normal).

Students scoring a final average of 9.5 or higher pass the curricular unit. The rest will be admitted to exam.

The exam will consist of written and oral assessments of all modes of communication and competences stated above, as well as on the

contents of the this curricular unit.
