Desigualdades: desenvolver-se-4 uma analise dos principais conceitos e teorias que enformam esta problemética, com um olhar
aprofundado acerca de alguns tipos de desigualdade com uma expressao significativa nas sociedades contemporaneas.

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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Considering the profile of students in master's degree, we opted for essentially interactive approaches. The participatory method is used as a
central approach for the presentation of contents and the use of practical examples as a central element for understanding and reflection on
the themes presented.

® Assessment element 1: 30% - Oral presentation of a problem /situation of poverty or social exclusion felt as an issue worthy of its
transformation into an object of research.

® Assessment element 2: 30% - Presentation and oral discussion of a scientific paper on the problematic to develop in the scope of
written work.
