Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The teaching-learning methodologies combine the participatory exposure method with active and experiential methodologies. It includes
carrying out individual and/or group reflective practices around the themes of the syllabus (eg, viewing and critical analysis of videos/films;
reading and analysis of texts/articles) and the use of participatory methodologies applied to the pedagogical context ( eg, Photovoice
exercises). Possibility of dialogue and debate with invited professionals.

The frequency assessment process includes the following elements:

Class participation (20%)

Individual work - on a topic related to curricular unit syllabus (80%)
