M3 - Debate e reflexdo sobre as estratégias e ideias de projecto com a participagdo directa dos estudantes, que sdo estimulados a
comentarem criticamente as propostas apresentadas pelos seus colegas;

Identification and characterization of live and inert materials in the application to the Project;

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The students intended learning outcomes (knowledge, skills and competences)

O1. Acquire knowledge and skills to develop the key elements of a Project to a (Peri)Urban Park, at the preliminary project level, from
analysis and conception phases to the construction details, considering: (i) the ecological and cultural reading of the landscape; (ii) a strategy
and a concept of intervention with a view to their spatial organization; (iii) the development of core technical parts;

02. Explores issues related with: a dynamic perception of the landscape as a space of temporal evolution and a discipline; a reflexive
thinking about the (peri)urban contemporary condition including ecological, social and programmatic issues;

03. Develop techniques of landscape construction in earth works, water and vegetation management, drainage, details on construction
techniques: pavements, walls, stairs.

O4. Develop programmatic, spatial and material solutions consistent with the conceptual strategy; and develop skills on graphically
communication of concepts and design proposals;

Syllabus

CP1. Basis Programme of the Landscape Design: Analysis and Diagnostic ? Analyze and understand landscape as a process that has
temporal and physical scales of analysis and design;

CP2. Previous Draft of the Project/Design ? Development of a designed proposal that should begin with a coherent concept of intervention
argued and based on the knowledge acquired in the previous phase of work, with the fundamentals constructing options;

CP3. Preliminary Project ? Development of the previous draft/design in a more detailed design. This stage consists of writing report and
drawings that allow for convenient definition of the work, as well as the clarification of the manner of his execution; Mandatory elements to
prepare: Report of the proposal; Master plan, Sections and Perspectives; earth works (contour lines), structure of pedestrian circulation,
pavements, vegetation plan, public lighting, retaining walls and other structures, drainage.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

M1 - Expository method with the presentation of case studies and their critical analysis. This approach involves the presentation of
fundamental theoretical and technical content for the understanding and development of the design exercise;

M2 - Monitoring and individual guidance by the teacher during the design process that stimulates the permanent exhibition of the options and
design solutions undertaken by the student;

M3 - Discussion and reflection on the strategies and project ideas with the direct participation of all students, who are encouraged to critically
comment on the proposals submitted by their peers;

M4 - Field Work and Study Visits to Urban and Periurban Parks on Seville and Lisbon, in this case guided by its authors as teaching-learning
method and as a way of acquiring knowledge;

The evaluation is done by four works/phases and results of its weighting: Basis Program of the Landscape Design (10%), Previous Draft
(30%), Preliminary Design (60%).
