Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Sessions of this course are based on lectures/tutorials to present the topics of the syllabus.

The main theoretical aspects are presented to students for each section so they are able to discuss applied problems with critical view and
work out problems and questions in this area.

The assessment of this course is based on two components:

a) Coursework essays (case studies and/or problems): 25%

b) Individual exam: 75%

Students, have to obtain obtain a grade of 9.5 values or more in the individual written exam. The final grade of the Curricular Unit will be the
weighted average between the continuous evaluation component and the individual written test. To obtain approval this grade must be
greater than or equal to 9.5 values.

For students who choose not to be evaluated continuously or if they have not obtained approval, there will be an appeal. At this time the
classification obtained in the evaluation continues does not enter the weighting of the final classification.
