Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The teaching methodologies combine an expository approach, in which teachers present and discuss the syllabus, with an approach that
invites students to actively participate in classes. It is important to add tutorials, which are aimed to follow/guide students in the learning
process and the process of undertaking individual work assignments, as well as to clarify doubts about the topics addressed in classes.A
wide range of teaching resources are used with the purpose of stimulating discussion and interest by the syllabus. Also, invited academics
and practitioners present research papers and applied problems to students in a seminar-like style.

The students' assessment is individual and is focused on the Master project. In order to be approved in the CU, students should obtain, at
least, a grade of 9,5 out of 20. The norms for writting the project will be made available by the teaching team.
