¢) To know how to outline and present, in a generic way, management, strategic plans, business plans and 'pitch' in a context of establishing
a technology-based companies (spin-off) in which there may be the transmission of knowledge that facilitates the use of IP mechanisms.

d) Analyze and identify the surrounding socioeconomic framework that conditions the operation of companies, with the identification of the
relevant legal framework.

1. Creativity and innovation: the key of entrepreneurship.

2. Entrepreneurship: conditions, forms of development and national/international expression;
3. Entrepreneurship: the role of public authorities, universities, associations and businesses;
4. Innovation networks end innovation ecosystems: multidisciplinary dynamics;

5. The structuring of a business. The elaboration of a Business Plan.

6. Knowledge transfer and protection: the role of the intellectual property.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)
The evaluation of students will be based on two levels:
* one critical review of a paper (individual work);

* a preparation and presentation of a Business Plan of a virtual company (can be collective work).
