The learning objectives relate knowledge and core competencies in the field of English culture, which are detailed in content.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The methodology follows the communicative approach for the teaching of languages. Both the T and TP classes, include metalinguistic,
oral, reading, writing activities. The OT classes will specifically support individual/small group work. Success requires the attendance to
75% of contact hours and the achievement of 10 points (mean) in assessment activities. Students with special status are exempted from
attendance rule. To be admitted to exam during época normal, students (except those with special status) are required to meet the
attendance criteria. Classification in época normal results from the mean of marks obtained in continuous and exam evaluations. All
enrolled students are automatically admitted to exam during época de recurso, which evaluation weight is 100%.

The teaching-learning process reflects the principles of Communicative approaches in the teaching of languages and cultures. The entire
process of teaching requires the active participation of students, so that they are able to acquire the knowledge and skills specified in the
objectives.
