Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)
The teaching and learning process will be guided by the principles of active learning methodology.

Ongoing evaluation will take an action-oriented approach (outlined in the Common European Framework of Reference for Languages:
Learning, teaching, assessment ¢ Companion Volume), whereby the 4 modes of communication will be evaluated: reception, production,
interaction and mediation, as well as mastery of the contents laid out in this curricular unit (FUC). There will be two evaluation moments,
worth 40% and 60% respectively. Students are advised to attend classes regularly and never less than 75% of total contact hours. Students
scoring a final average of 9.5 or higher pass the curricular unit. The rest will be admitted to exam. The exam will consist of written and oral
assessments of all modes of communication stated above, as well as the curricular unit contents.
