Objetivos de aprendizagem (conhecimentos, aptidées e competéncias)

Pretende-se promover nos estudantes: a) o dominio de conceitos operativos béasicos relativos a relacéo entre o significado puramente
linguistico e o significado gerado a partir de contextos concretos de comunicagao linguistica; b) a capacidade de descrever e explicar
aspectos concretos do funcionamento pragmatico das linguas naturais (com particular incidéncia na sua concretizagdo em discursos em
lingua portuguesa e em situa¢des comunicativas diversificadas) c) a capacidade de relacionar a) e b) com a sua propria experiéncia
linguistica e comunicativa.

Demonstracao da coeréncia dos contelidos programaticos com os objetivos de aprendizagem da unidade curricular

O programa foi concebido de modo a permitir que o estudante seja conduzido através da area da pragmatica em estreita relacdo com
as intuicdes comuns acerca do significado linguistico dependente do contexto. A implicatura (especialmente a conversacional) e a
nocéao central de acto de fala seréo as referéncias na prossecucao destes objectivos. Sera também um foco de atencdo a consciéncia
do papel da competéncia pragmatica no contexto da competéncia linguistica geral e o programa, centrando-se em exemplos concretos
ilustrativos do processo de comunicacgédo linguistica e tendo em conta a relagdo com o significado semantico, reflecte isso mesmo.
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Metodologias de ensino (avaliacdo incluida)

Aulas T: exposicao dos contetidos programaticos; aulas TP: os estudantes serao chamados a intervir na andlise exemplos concretos,
sob a forma de exercicios; aulas OT: foco na resolugdo de problemas/dificuldades especificos apresentados

A avaliagdo por frequéncia consistira nos seguintes elementos obrigatérios: a) Um ensaio (30% da nota final); b) uma apresentacéo oral
sobre o tema do ensaio, que correspondera a uma versdo preliminar do mesmo (10% da nota final); ¢) um teste escrito presencial (60%
da nota final). Critério de assiduidade: exigéncia de assisténcia a, pelo menos, 75% das horas de contacto para admisséo a avaliagao
no exame normal. Cumprida esta condi¢éo, os alunos que obtiverem uma média ponderada de pelo menos 9.5 valores nos elementos
de avaliacdo referidos ficardo dispensados do exame de época normal.

Em todos os elementos de avaliacéo (incluindo exames) sera atribuida uma percentagem de 20% a corregéo linguistica e discursiva e a
estruturagdo textual

Demonstracéo da coeréncia das metodologias de ensino com os objetivos de aprendizagem da unidade curricular

Os trés tipos de aulas concretizam os objectivos de introduzir as nog8es basicas da pragmatica, aplicando-as a exemplos concretos e a
casos-problema, tanto quanto possivel relacionando-as com a experiéncia comunicativa dos estudantes e tendo em conta as suas
dificuldades especificas. A tarefa de redaccéo do ensaio, obrigatéria, desafiard os estudantes a tratar um tépico especifico de modo
mais aprofundado do que aqueles que estudam através da frequéncia de aulas ou da leitura da bibliografia béasica.

The students intended learning outcomes (knowledge, skills and competences)

In this curricular unit the basic inter-linguistic principles of human communication will be studied; students will become familiar with the
essential aspects of the production and interpretation mechanisms of contextual linguistic meaning. They are expected to a) master the
basic operative concepts concerning the computation of linguistic meaning in context; b) to be able to describe and explain the essential
features of the pragmatic workings of natural language; c) to relate a) and b) with their own communicative practice.

Syllabus

Basic concepts in pragmatics. Language and Communication. Meaning and context. Semantic content vs pragmatic content. 2. The
"grammar" of conversation. Conversational implicatures: distinctive features. Conventional implicatures and presupposition. Politeness.
3. Language and action: the concept of speech act. Language and the use of language: speech acts. The notion of performativity: to
speak is to do someting. Locutionary, illocutionary and perlocutionary acts. Typology of illocutionary acts. 4. Linguistic communication
and pragmatics: an overview. 5. Motivations for a redefinition of the borderline between semantics and pragmatics

Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit's learning objectives

The syllabus was conceived so as to allow the student to be led, step by step, through the basic themes of the field of pragmatics, in
close relation with common intuitions about context-dependent linguistic meaning. Implicature (especially conversational implicature) and
the central notion of speech act are to be the landmarks in achieving these goals. Awareness of the role of pragmatic competence within
overall linguistic competence is also a main concern, and the syllabus, by focussing on specific examples illustrating the process of
linguistic communication and by taking into account the relationship between pragmatics and the borderline field of semantics, mirrors
this concern.
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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

T classes: exposition of the syllabus; TP classes: the students will be called upon to take part in the analysis of concrete examples,
under the form of exercises; OT classes will focus on tackling of specific problems presented by the students.

The frequency evaluation consists of: a) an essay (30% of the final mark); b) an oral presentation on the subject of the essay, whose
goal is to present a preliminary version of it (10%); c) a written in-class teste (50%). Attendance requirement: in order to pass, students
must attend at least 75% of the contact hours. If this condition is met, the students who attain the weighted average of 9.5 or more in the
afore-mentioned the evaluation items are exempted from the ¢ exame de época normaly.,.

In all evaluation items (including exams) 20% of the total mark will be attributed to linguistic, discursive and textual structuring correction.

Demonstration of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the learning outcomes

The three kinds of teaching sessions meet the goals of introducing basic theoretical notions of the area, applying those notions to
concrete examples and problem cases, as much as possible closely connected with students? own communicative experience, and
attending to students? specific concerns and difficulties. The essay writing task, which is mandatory, will be a challenge to students, in
that it calls for their ability to go deeper into a specific topic than they would have gone by just attending lectures and reading the
generally available materials.
