® Become familiar with the evolution of the English language in order to recognize and acknowledge areas of historical persistence in
its current use in the media.

® Access and explore electronic resources, as well as audiovisual media in the production of text.

Syllabus
- The English language through time: from its inception to current uses in the world.
- The impact of technologies in the organization and the production of texts in English (blogs, videos, SNS, TED-talks, MOOC)

- The language of the media (including facts and fabrication of news)
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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The teaching and learning process will be guided by the principles of active learning methodology.

Ongoing evaluation will take an action-oriented approach (outlined in the Common European Framework of Reference for
Languages: Learning, teaching, assessment ¢ Companion Volume), whereby the 4 modes of communication will be
evaluated:reception, production, interaction and mediation, as well as mastery of the contents laid out in this curricular unit
(FUC). There will be two evaluation moments, worth 40% and 60% respectively. Students are advised to attend classes
regularly and never less than 75% of total contact hours. Students scoring a final average of 9.5 or higher pass the curriuclar
unit. The rest will be admitted to exam. The exam will consist of written and oral assessments of all modes of communication
stated above, as well as the curricular unit contents.
