Objetivos de aprendizagem (conhecimentos, aptidées e competéncias)

Esta UC visa problematizar a relevancia da adequacao terminoldgica aos objetivos e aos contextos da
comunicagao, a caracterizagdo dos intervenientes na comunicagao e a analise das especificidades da
interagdo comunicativa, as estruturas terminolégicas, o seu funcionamento cognitivo, linguistico e
comunicativo e a circulagdo dos termos e conhecimentos verbalizados entre niveis de especializagéo
(especializagéo e vulgarizacéo). Objetivos Compreenséo das implicagdes comunicativas dos usos
terminolégicos. Dominio de estratégias de andlise e producgédo de interagcdes comunicativas
especializadas/profissionais. Reflexdo metalinguistica sobre as unidades terminoldgicas e sua relagdo com as
unidades verbais e nado verbais nos discursos.

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Demonstracao da coeréncia dos conteldos programaticos com os objetivos de aprendizagem da unidade curricular
Esta unidade curricular pretende essencialmente analisar a relevancia dos saberes terminoldgicos para a

comunicagéo especializada e para a promocdo da qualidade e da eficiéncia comunicativas em contextos profissionais.

Os conteudos propostos séo, por isso, um conjunto de saberes e de préticas relativas aos termos

(denominag@es e conceitos) nas suas existéncias concetuais, discursivas, linguisticas e comunicativas. A

promogao da reflexdo metalinguistica e metacognitiva acerca de unidades lexicais/comunicativas particulares

a situacdes de interagdo especificas é feita de forma a que em paralelo com 0 manuseamento de bibliografia

acerca dos conteldos e de ferramentas para as descri¢cdes terminolégicas se desenvolvam praticas de gestéo

de dados, sobretudo pela selecgao critica de informagéo e pela sua discussao em grupo de todos os critérios

definidos.

Metodologias de ensino (avaliacdo incluida)

Exposicéo de contetdos (T).Leitura comentada de bibliografia indicada (TP);Analise de dados terminolégicos em situagdes reais
(TP).Trabalho de grupo: pesquisa, andlise, gestao de dados em suporte informatizado (TP e OT).

Avaliacéo por frequéncia ¢/ trés elementos: teste presencial (30%), data e hora a fixar na 12 semana de aulas; trabalho de grupo

¢/ apresentacao em aula e relatorio (40%); relatdrio critico individual (30%) - Jornadas Rede Realiter. Todos os alunos que obtiverem
menos de 9,5 e que cumpram as regras de assiduidade sdo admitidos a exame época normal (prova escrita com duragdo maxima de
2h30). Consideram-se aprovados (época normal e recurso) os alunos que obtiverem, pelo menos, 9,5 valores

Critério de assiduidade : exigéncia de assisténcia a, pelo menos, 75% das horas de contacto para admissdo a avaliagdo em

época normal.

Em todos os elementos de avaliagdo (incluindo exames): atribuicdo de uma percentagem de 20% a correcdo linguistica e discursiva e a
estruturacgao textual.

Demonstracao da coeréncia das metodologias de ensino com os objetivos de aprendizagem da unidade curricular
As metodologias de ensino assentam sobretudo no trabalho em grupo e na pesquisa feita pelos alunos,

dando-se menor relevancia a exposicao pelo professor. Quando existe, a mesma é enquadrada na

problematizacao de leituras prévias e na posterior discussédo da argumentacao apresentada. Tais

procedimentos permitem a apropriagédo de conhecimentos por forma ao desenvolvimento de capacidades

metalinguisticas e metacognitivas e a formagao de juizos criticos, tal como é exposto nos objetivos de

aprendizagem.

The students intended learning outcomes (knowledge, skills and competences)

This course intends to discuss the relevance of terminology adequacy to the goals and contexts of communication, the characterization
of actors in communication and the particularities of communicative interaction, terminological structures and their cognitive, linguistic
and communicative functioning and the circulation of terms and verbalized knowledge between levels of expertise (specialization and
vulgarization).

Objectives: Understanding communicative implications of terminology uses; mastering of analytic strategies and production of
specialised/professional communicative interactions; metalinguistic reflection on terminology units and their relationship with verbal and
nonverbal units in discourse; communicative data management and software tools use for designing prototypes of multilingual
terminological knowledge bases; search and selection of critical information for problem solving; sharing and discussion of data in
working groups.

Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit's learning objectives

This course primarily aims to analyse the relevance of terminology knowledge in specialised communication and to promote the quality
and efficiency of professional communication. The proposed contents are, therefore, a set of knowledge and practices relating to terms
(names and concepts) in their conceptual, discursive, linguistic and communicative dimensions. The promotion of reflection and
metacognitive metalinguistic awareness about lexical/communicative units in specific interactive situations is made to allow building
terminology descriptions, data management practices to be developed, especially through the critical selection of information and group
discussion of all the criteria involved, in parallel with the literature handling about the course's content and about the tools used.
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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Presentation of syllabus contents (T); reading of annotated bibliography (TP); terminological data analysis in real situations (TP). Group
assignment: research, analysis, data management with specific software (TP&OT)

Evaluation: During the term by 3 assessments: one evaluation test (30%), to be schedule in 1 St week of classes; one group
assignment with class presentation and written report (40%); individual critical report (30%) on the XVI Jornadas Rede Realiter. All
students with scores lower than 9,5 are admitted to the exam época normal (a 2h30 written evaluation) as long as they fulfil the
attendance criteria . All students with a minimum score of 9,5 are considered approved ( época normal and recurso).

Attendance criteria : in order to be admitted to the exam época normal , students are required to attend, at least, 75% of the contact
hours.

In all evaluation moments (including exams), 20% of the total grade will correspond to linguistic and discursive correction and textual
structure

Demonstration of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the learning outcomes

Teaching methods are primarily based on group work and research performed by the students. Teacher lectures will have less
importance. When such presentation of contents occurs, it will always be framed within the questioning raised by previous readings and
further discussion of the arguments presented.

These procedures allow the acquisition of knowledge in order to develop metalinguistic and metacognitive skills, and building critical
judgment, as aforementioned in the learning objectives.
