This course intends to discuss the relevance of terminology adequacy to the goals and contexts of communication, the characterization of
actors in communication and the particularities of communicative interaction, terminological structures and their cognitive, linguistic and
communicative functioning and the circulation of terms and verbalized knowledge between levels of expertise (specialization and
vulgarization).

Objectives: Understanding communicative implications of terminology uses; mastering of analytic strategies and production of
specialised/professional communicative interactions; metalinguistic reflection on terminology units and their relationship with verbal and
nonverbal units in discourse; communicative data management and software tools use for designing prototypes of multilingual
terminological knowledge bases; search and selection of critical information for problem solving; sharing and discussion of data in working
groups.
