Demonstracao da coeréncia dos contelidos programaticos com os objetivos de aprendizagem da unidade curricular

Nesta UC, serdo abordados temas da histdria cultural francesa desde as origens até a atualidade. Esses temas procuram fornecer ao
estudante uma base de conhecimentos sélidos assente na aquisicdo de uma diversidade de saberes histérico-culturais, assim como
uma percecgédo eficaz da evolucdo dos acontecimentos culturais, socioeconémicos, sociopoliticos e artisticos e suas implicacdes em
termos cronolégicos, numa perspetiva diacronica e sincronica. Para além da aquisicdo de conhecimentos acerca da histéria da cultura
francesa, procurar-se-a desenvolver no estudante capacidades critico-problematizadoras e teérico-criticas acerca quer de conceitos
operatérios tedricos e histéricos, quer de aspetos, caracteristicas e dindmicas culturais em torno da cultura francesa. Procurar-se-4,
ainda, desenvolver as suas competéncias linguisticas no dominio do francés.

Metodologias de ensino (avaliacdo incluida)

Serdo diversificados os métodos de ensino-aprendizagem: momentos expositivos (T); de interacdo comunicativa (TP); trabalho
individualizado ou em pequenos grupos (OT). E obrigatdria a assiduidade a 75% das horas de contacto para dispensar de exame final,
salvo nos casos previstos por lei. A avaliacdo incluira 3 momentos obrigatérios: apresentacdo oral (25%), participacao nas aulas (15%),
frequéncia (60%). A falta sem justificacdo a um dos momentos de avaliacéo referidos implica a obrigatoriedade da realizacéo do exame
escrito da época normal.
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Demonstracao da coeréncia das metodologias de ensino com os objetivos de aprendizagem da unidade curricular

As orientacdes metodolégicas nesta Unidade Curricular visam harmonizar as componentes teérica e pratica, de forma a levar o
estudante a ser um agente ativo na construgédo do seu proprio saber, promovendo nele a capacidade de utilizagéo de instrumentos de
andlise na area do estudo da Cultura; o desenvolvimento de habitos de pesquisa, de métodos e instrumentos de trabalho universitario; o
desenvolvimento de uma abordagem dos fenémenos e produtos culturais mediante o estudo das caracteristicas socioculturais,
historico-literarias e artisticas que originaram a criacao e difusdo dos mesmos; a problematizagdo dos fundamentos e da descodificacdo
do fendmeno cultural em Franca nas suas multiplas manifestaces numa perspetiva intercultural das origens a atualidade; a atividade
critica em comunicacao plurilingue numa visdo mais abrangente da producgéo e difusdo da informagdo e dos conhecimentos da cultura
francesa no espaco europeu; o desenvolvimento de uma formacao soélida na cultura de lingua francesa, de forma a poder aplicar o seu
saber e aprofundar as suas competéncias na area da comunicacdo plurilingue. Assim, nas aulas, os estudantes poderdo
apresentar sinteses criticas das leituras obrigatérias efetuadas em trabalho autonomo, e os testes incluirdo questdes em que o
estudante devera demonstrar ter realizado as leituras obrigatérias e a capacidade de face a elas se posicionar criticamente. As
orientagbes metodoldgicas referidas visam, ainda, uma formagédo diversificada e dinamica através de diferentes tipologias de aula
(expositivas ou mais praticas como as de analise-interpretagédo textual ou as de apresentagdo oral de trabalhos, as que utilizam
recursos multimédia ou as que possam contar com conferencistas convidados), procurando motivar os estudantes e fornecendo-lhes as
ferramentas tedrico-conceptuais, histérico-culturais necessarias e adequadas a esta Unidade Curricular.

Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit's learning objectives

In this UC, will be approached themes of the French cultural history from the origins until the present time. These themes seek to provide
the student with a solid knowledge base focused on the acquisition of a diversity of historical and cultural knowledge as well as an
effective perception of the evolution of cultural, socio-economic, socio-political and artistic events and their implications in chronological
terms, in a diachronic and synchronous perspective. In addition to the acquisition of knowledge about the history of French culture, it will
be sought to develop in the student critical-problematizing and theoretical-critical abilities about both theoretical and historical operative
concepts and aspects, cultural characteristics and dynamics around French culture. It also seeks to develop language skills in French.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Various teaching-learning methods will be used: expository classes (T); communicative interaction (TP); individual work or in small
groups (OT). A passing grade for the validation performed during the semester is conditioned on attendance of 75% of the scheduled
contact hours (compliance with attendance shall be dispensed with for those cases provided for by law. The assessment will include 3
separate compulsory assessments: oral presentation (25%), class participation (15%), written test (60%). The absence without
justification to any of the assessments implies doing the final written exam (« época normal »).
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Demonstration of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the learning outcomes

The methodological guidelines of the Subject seek to strike a balance between the theoretical and practical components, leading the
student to become an active agent in the construction of his or her own knowledge, promoting the ability to use tools of analysis in the
area of the study of Culture; the development of research habits, methods and tools for academic work; the development of an approach
to cultural phenomena and products, through study of the sociocultural, historical-literary and artistic characteristics that led to their
creation and dissemination; investigation of the bases and decoding of the cultural phenomenon in France in its multiple manifestations,
within an intercultural perspective, from its origins to the present day; critical activity in multilingual communication, in a wider vision of the
production and dissemination of information and knowledge of the French culture in the European space, enabling the student to apply
his or her knowledge, and improve their skills in the area of multilingual communication. Thus, in the classes, the students can submit
summary criticisms of compulsory readings done in the student?s own time, and the written tests will include questions in which the
student must demonstrate that he or she has completed the required readings, and is able to take a critical attitude in relation to them.
The methodological guidelines focus on providing a diversified and dynamic training, through the different types of class (expository or
more practical, such as textual analysis-interpretation or the oral presentation of assignments, which use multimedia resources or invited
lecturers), seeking to motivate students and provide them with the theoretical-conceptual, historical, literary and cultural tools that are
necessary and appropriate to this Subject.
