2. Analyze risk factors and protective factors to mental health and older adult quality of life

3. Understand the factors that promote well-being in the elderly and know to delineate intervention strategies in this area

general

5. Promote, together with the elderly, clarification of goals and the construction of alternatives to the problems presented
6. Create and develop, with other professionals, programs for prevention and promotion of health and well-being in the elderly

7. Use critical thinking skills on the attitudes and behaviour of himself and others, in relation to the ageing process and the condition of the
elderly.

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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

1. Exposure of basic concepts and theoretical approaches

2. Reflection and questioning about the concepts presented and their implications to the ageing process

3. Analysis and debate based on papers and video projections

4. Tutorial support for the development of individual and group work projects.

The curricular unit is not endowed with Final Exam working exclusively in frequency assessment regime. This regime requires the presence
in a minimum of 70% of the classes, and the results are expressed in a scale of 0 to 20 values, corresponding approval to a final evaluation
equal to or higher than 10 values. The assessment comprises two stages: the first consists of carrying out a project or work, group or

individual, to be presented and discussed in class, with a weighting of 25% in the final assessment; the second consists of carrying out an
individual academic work of reflection and bibliographic analysis on a specific topic, with a weighting of 75% in the final evaluation.
