Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The teaching-learning process consists of: Oral presentations; Active participation of students in individual and group work; Analysis,

reflection and debate of articles; Informal assessment skills training.

It also develops through tutorial sessions, reading recommended bibliography, small group work with guidance and self-study.

The assessment is carried out along the course with final exam, with the respective weightings:

- Individual work - Case Study and / or Production / Construction of Early Intervention Material (s) 90% (8 points), to be presented orally at a

date to be articulated and the written summary to be delivered on the last day of school.

- Participation in the tasks developed in class - 10% (2 points).

Students who have obtained a final result of 10 points (out of 20) will be exempt from the final exam. If students get a lower grade, have to

take the Final Exam.
