Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Given the openness of this subject to several courses, and the subsequent high number of students, the course will take place as a series of
thematic seminars, with image projection, talks and discussion.

The studentt will be assesed on the basis of a written essay and oral presentation, in class. A fuller detailed brief will be provided during the
classes.

Students with delivered assignments and grades below 10 will have access to the Normal exams. All other students will have access to
Recourse exams.
