Compound tenses; phrasal verbs;indirect speech; possessive, demonstrative and relative pronouns; prepositions; idiomatic expressions;
lexical enrichment; syntax of the simple and complexsentence.

3 Functions:

Expressing tastes and preferences; express opinions, desires and intentions; Narrate; Recount.

The selected content aim to implement the goals defined for this curricular unit. In the case of a degree in communication sciences, the
syllabus aims to develop communication competence in the English language, from an actional language learning perspective. This
training aims to be a study tool for other subject areas that use resources in English. It is also intended to extend the knowledge of
British culture and/or of the culture of other Anglophone countries, namely through the study of the media and particularly this semester
through examples of the written press, focusing on topics of interest to a student of communication sciences.
