Consideration of objectives and target audience;

Discussion and analysis of artistic, technical, technological, aesthetic criteria and expected results;

Assessment and selection of contents: work carried out throughout the course; work to improve; CV summary; title, typography, and identity;
rhythm; sound; framing and timing;

Determination and realization of missing fragments;

Editing and final assembly of the selected works;

Post production;

Analysis of the results achieved and drafting of the project report.
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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Continuous and personalized follow-up of each student's project based on problem-solving.

Critical analysis of the formal and functional aspects of the conditions, constraints, resources, and objectives in project work and application
of solutions according to norms and in a creative way.

Oral presentation of the final results.
