It is intended that the studeent acquires a general overview of Prehistory, not only of its main cultural phases and correlative biological
evolution, but also of some of the methodologies applied in its study.

Paleolithic. Upper Paleolithic hunter-gatherers. 'Paleolithic art' and the origin of symbolic behavior.

5 Post-glacial hunter-gatherers.

Climate change and human adaptations. Epipaleolithic and Mesolithic. Post-glacial hunter-gatherers.

6 First agro-pastoral and agro-metallurgical societies.

Neolithization and Neolithic in European and Portuguese territory. Megalithism. Chalcolithization and Secondary Product Revolution.
Chalcolithic in European and Portuguese territory.
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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)
