Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

From a previously prepared schedule, students must choose the research topics on which will make a presentation to be held in class. The
development of the topics and presentations made by students (in groups of 1 to 3) will be one of the elements of the evaluation procedure.

The evaluation by written test with at least one presential evaluation element (50%) and the regular exam (50%).

Attendance criterion: requirement of attendance at least 75% of the contact hours for admission to the assessment in the regular exam.

All regularly enrolled students are automatically admitted to the extraordinary-period exam .

In all evaluation elements (including examinations) a percentage of 20% will be attributed to linguistic and discursive correction and textual

structuring.
