This takes place in an archaeological dig as part of a
research project. Thus, the student learns the various methods of excavation and archaeological field description (excavation, stratigraphy,
etc.) while participating in the excavation. The result is the use of and adaptation to various facilities during the period in question, with the
practical application hands on of each equipment as well as field drawing.

The evaluation is based on the frequency and uninterrupted field work by the student as well as the production of a field book.
