With this curricular unit it is expected that the student will be able to identify and characterize (in its archaeological record and materialities),
and contextualize in theoretical terms (in its essential issues), the first peasant societies in Portuguese territory (inserted in the Early
Neolithic), which must be understood in the historical and cultural processes of the Iberian and Mediterranean areas of which they are part.

4. The neolithisation of the Iberian Peninsula: 4.1. Late Mesolithic; 4.2. Early Neolithic.

5. The neolithisation of the Portuguese territory: 5.1. Late Mesolithic; 5.2. Initial Early Neolithic; 5.3. Evolved Early Neolithic.

6. Geo-historical structures and neolithisation models of the Mediterranean
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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

In theoretical classes, the current state of the research is presented, supported by powerpoint presentations (which are distributed through
electronic tutoring to help students in autonomous work) for the purpose of acquiring knowledge. The practical classes consist of the analysis
and discussion, by the students and under the moderation of the teacher, of previously selected work topics.

The assessment is distributed over the following items:

a) Oral presentation of a selected topic class (individual or group): 35%

b) Knowledge assessment test (individual): 35%

c) Participation and attendance: 30%
