Objetivos de aprendizagem (conhecimentos, aptiddes e competéncias)

Pretende-se que o aluno identifique os principais elementos do patriménio histérico-arqueoldgico portugués e as probleméaticas com ele
relacionadas desde os pontos de vista do seu estudo, conservacao, valorizagéo, divulgagdo e gestdo numa perspetiva integrada. O objetivo
da disciplina é que o aluno possa lidar com a complexidade destes arqueossitios focando especialmente a necessidade e problematica da
frui¢c@o publica do patrimonio no contexto dos desafios da sociedade atual e da crescente presséo do turismo cultural.

Metodologias de ensino (avaliacdo incluida)

Aulas tedricas e tedrico-préaticas (60-40%), de forma a alternar a exposicéo de contetdos pelo docente com o confronto direto dos alunos
com realidades concretas do patriménio histérico-arqueoldgico, tanto através da observagdo de materiais audiovisuais, como através do
contacto com profissionais que trabalham neste ambito e de visitas a casos de estudo especialmente relevantes no &mbito do tema.

Avaliacdo por frequéncia das aulas (pelo menos, 75% das horas de contacto) é composta de prova escrita (50%); trabalho individual sobre
casos concretos de patrimoénio histérico-arqueoldgico (40%) e assisténcia e participagdo nas aulas e nos trabalhos de grupo na aula (10%).
O aluno ainda dispde dos exames da época normal e da época de recurso, conforme o regulamento geral de avaliacdo da Universidade do
Algarve.

A avaliagdo tera em conta o conhecimento dos contedidos programaticos, o uso de vocabulario especifico, a capacidade de organizar as
ideias e de as expor num portugués claro e correto.

It is intended that the student identify the main elements of Portuguese historical and archaeological heritage and problems related from the
point of view of their study, conservation, valorization, dissemination and management in an integrated perspective. The objective of the
discipline is that the student can deal with the complexity of these sites by focusing especially on the need and problematic of the public
enjoyment of the heritage in the context of the challenges of the current society and the growing pressure of cultural tourism. It is also the
objective of the discipline to stimulate critical reflection on the cultural and archaeological historical heritage; introduce the main working
methods in these sites; and provide the essential tools for their integrated management.

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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Theoretical and theoretical-practical classes (60-40%), in order to alternate the exposition of contents by the teacher with the direct
confrontation of students with concrete realities of the historical-archaeological heritage, both through the observation of audio-visuals
materials, and through contact with professionals working in this field and visits to cases of study especially relevant in the subject.

Assessment by frequency (at least 75% of contact hours) of the classes is composed of written test (50%); individual work on concrete cases
of the historical-archaeological heritage (40%) and participation in group work in class (10%). The student still has the final examinations,
according to the general evaluation regulations of the University of Algarve.

The evaluation of the written test will take into account the knowledge of the programmatic contents, the use of a specific vocabulary, the
ability to organize the ideas and expose them in a clear and correct Portuguese.
