Basic knowledge of economics, management, sociology and geography.

The students intended learning outcomes (knowledge, skills and competences)

Knowledge and innovation play a central role in regional development. Departing from an institutional approach this course presents theories
and models for territorially bounded processes of development. The theoretical models are complemented by empirical examples from the
European Union regions, specific policies and case studies. After attending the course students are expected to be able to:

- Debate complex ideas regarding the spatial patterns of economic activities;

- Use advanced theoretical models of economic geography;

- Articulate the notions of institution, innovation and proximity;

- Reflect upon the forms of interaction between several types of actors;

- Understand the utility of geographical-based analysis to research and planning.

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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

This course unit uses a teaching methodology based on two anchors: presenting the theoretical foundations of Economic Geography,
exploring case studies and quantitative software tools. In this way, it is aimed that students understand time and space patterns of knowledge
and information flows, territorial innovation theories, and models of endogenous growth. The course will be lectured in theoretical and
practical classes. The main topics will be illustrated through empirical applications.

The evaluation has two optional models:

Model 1: Individual test (60%) + A written individual essay about a topic of the syllabus (to be agreed with the Professor, up to 8000 words -
40%)

Model 2: final exam (100%).
