During the public defence before the examining board, students may deliver a 15 minute presentation supported by a PowerPoint slideshow.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Students shall work independently guided and supported by the tutor or tutors, both in person and through email. We will have: Group
tutoring sessions (if more than one student/tutor), One-to-one tutoring sessions, and Assessment before an examining board (20 OT
(tutorial), 40 S (seminar)). If the group of students is until 3 people, the seminars will be transformed in tutoring sessions.

The students will develop a research project which will be followed, after the approval of the student¢s supervisor, by the research work and
finally will emerge the final report of the master thesis.

The final master thesis will be discussed in an examination board composed by EMECC teachers, named on the Scientific EMECC
Committee.

The examination board will be held on the first week of February 2020, in Oviedo, Spain, following the examination methodologies to assess
the achievement of competences.
