The objectives of this Curricular Unit are the acquisition of capacities of reflection and analysis on the processes of function and
transformation that occur in the interpretation of images and objects of ulto. The students are consequently led to interpret and analyze these
images and objects, preparing them for the elaboration of their thesis projects.

Syllabus

The seminar consists of approaching different images and objects of worship from medieval and modern times, in some cases still existing
inside religious buildings, in others safeguarded in museums. These objects mainly concern figurative representations in different supports
(wood, stuccoed masonry, stone, tiles, etc .
