Selection, collection and organization of the information necessary for the theoretical contextualization and the scientific and technical /
procedural delimitation of the question.

Formal and methodological organization of the research proposal.

Research methodologies, task planning and results evaluation.

Formulation and organization of the hypotheses in light of the information collected: model construction.

Formalization and communication of conclusions.
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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Theoretical presentation and critical discussion of concepts, questions, problems, references, methodologies and results in class context.
Students will be guided and critically supported in the gradual formulation of the research proposal to be submitted to the master's scientific
committee. At the end they must present it in writing and defend it orally.

Assessment is continuous and follows the presentation, critical analysis and discussion of questions and proposals submitted by students.

Weighting: written version (60% of final grade), presentation and defense (40% of final grade).
