The student acquires concepts of pathophysiology of the most common diseases in the context of Haematology and Immunology. It includes
theoretical and practical concepts, with particular emphasis on laboratory diagnostics in order to make possible the correlation between the
clinical information and the analytical results, diagnosis, prognosis and monitoring of patients. This way the student understands the
importance of Clinical Pathology.

Syllabus

1.Haematopoiesis; 2. Anaemia; 3.Hemoglobinopathies; 4.Myeloproliferative syndromes; 5.Myelodysplastic syndromes; 6.Leukaemia and
lymphomas; 7.Coagulation and haemostasis; 8. Allergies; 9. Rheumatic diseases; 10. Hepatitis A, B and 11. AIDS.
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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Theoretical (T) classes: expositive methodology with the use of audio-visual media for the presentation of theoretical concepts. T and P
classes: interrogative and active methodology, with exposure and development of clinical cases for which the student can discuss and apply
the acquired concepts in the theoretical classes.

Final classification: Final Exam, approval is obtained with a grade >=10. It consists in a written exam with the T component (80%) and P
component (20%) with 20 questions, each worth 1 value of a total of 20 values, with the duration time of 75 minutes.

Admission to the Final Exam depends of the following assumptions: (1): Grade >=10 values in the Written Test, that comprising the T (80%)
and TP (20%) components, consisting of 20 questions, each worth 1 value of a total of 20 values, with the duration of 75 minutes. (2):
Presence in 70% of TP is mandatory for the approval in the UC. Continuous assessment in class TP, under the interrogative and active way.
