Metodologias de ensino (avaliacdo incluida)

The students intended learning outcomes (knowledge, skills and competences)

The students acquire the knowledge and obtain capacities related to the cytological study of the most interesting viral infections: sample
collection techniques, selections transport and storage, selection application and interpretation of the diagnostic techniques applied in clinical
virology, in agreement with the good laboratorial practices. Develops research skills related with the presented concepts and integrates it in
the laboratorial practice context.

The practical classes aim to develop in the students the capacity of interpretation and serological evolution of the viral infections through a
presentation of cases and laboratory results.

Syllabus

Virology: 1. Virus structure: Genome (DNA; RNA), envelope and other structural characteristics that allow the taxonomic classification of
viruses. 2. Epidemiology and pathogenesis. 3. Clinical relevance (acute phase and infection monitoring). 4. Laboratorial identification. 5.
Treatment and prevention. 6. Structure, replication, transmission and identification of the presented viruses
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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Expositive methodology: Exhibition of theoretical concepts using audio-visual support. In practical classes, students acquire the proper skills
to work in a laboratory, performing the proposed work, in the context of clinical virology, as independently as possible.

These skills are evaluated in two different written tests, where the students must obtain al least 9.5 values in each test. The final grade is
based on the average of two tests ratings (? 9.5 [(test 1 + test 2) / 2].

The written exam is carried out in cases where students do have not have obtained ? 9.5, who have missed one of the tests or missed the
two tests.
